Greetings Everyone,

We are kicking off our 6th annual Joe Corbi’s Pizza & Cookie Dough fundraising event!  This is the only mandatory league fundraiser involving the individual sale of merchandise.  Please use it to our advantage and make it another successful year.  This event can and should be used to supplement your team fundraising, as well.  The Club proceeds will be entirely allocated to the Field of Dreams Fundraising Campaign.  This is your new Hotspur Soccer Complex.
So let’s discuss how it works!  The minimum standard is for each player to sell 15 items, any combination of pizzas or cookie dough.  Each item sold is worth $5.00 to the Club.  So each player is earning $75.00 for the Club.  If an individual player sells more than 15 items, there is a personal benefit to the player and their family.  For each additional item sold the player receives $5.00 in rebates to their team account via the team treasurer.  The team works out the method of crediting its individual players.  There is no limit to how much extra an individual earns.  In this way, players and families have an opportunity to earn or offset their costs as much as they desire.
Fundraising Coordinators, please encourage your players and their families to participate.  This helps the players learn responsibility, good work habits, organizational skills, money management, and, of course, helps the organization.  The more we sell, the more we earn!  If a player or parent does not want to participate, they can buyout of the fundraiser for $75.00.  If the player’s personal sales falls below the minimum, they are also required to pay the difference.  The formula is simple. $75.00 - ($5.00 x number of items sold) = amount due.

12 Steps to a Successful Team Fundraising Event:
1. Team Manager and/or Fundraising Coordinator assigns a Team Representative to coordinate this fundraiser.  Remember that you can’t do it all!  The more people that join our cause the stronger our organization becomes.
2. Fundraising Coordinator or Team Representative issues sales sheets to players and designates a team collection date.  You will need a day or two to consolidate orders before the Club turn-in date of 9/04/07.  It is important to get this done right away!
3. Encourage players and parents to sell for the designated period or buyout.  Sell as many as they can -- and then sell some more!
4. Players must collect money due at the time of order by check or cash.  This is a prepay order program.
5. Checks should be made out to your respective teams.  You will deposit them into your team account.
6. Fundraising Coordinator or Team Representative will submit all funds to their team treasurer.

7. Fundraising Coordinator or Team Representative must consolidate the orders into a team order on the distributed tally sheet.  Be sure it is reviewed and correct before turning it into the Club.
8. Each team will issue one check payable to FASA Fundraisers with the team order plus any buyouts.  Keep a copy.  Orders must be accompanied with a copy of your VYSA team roster.
9. Fundraising Coordinator or Team Representative assigns two additional parents to assist with team pickup and delivery.  Please do not assemble your team parents at the Club designated pickup location.  We will have too many people to manage.
10. No individual order pickups.  Team pickups only.  No exceptions!
11. FASA Fundraisers issues rebates at the time of order pickup.  Rebates equal $5.00 per item over the minimum.
12. Deliver items to your teammates.  You are done!

You have been issued a fundraiser packet for each player along with a team tally sheet.  Please consolidate the orders on the team tally sheet and submit them to me by September 18, 2007. As an added incentive, we are offering a $500.00 cash back award to the top selling team.  That does not include buyouts.  It is actual Joe Corbi sales!  The team that sells the most items and has their check and order in on time is the winner.
